What is Pontoz6?

1. Pontozd, is a type of men's dance, which is danced in Transylvania (around Kutasfold, the Maros-Kakullé
region and Southern Transylvania).

2. The Pontozd is a North American folk-dance competition and folk-dance gathering, which took its name from
the name of the Pontozd dance.

Folk dancers and folk-dance groups living in the USA and Canada meet at Pontozo and present what their dance
skills. There are usually three competition categories at Pontozo: group choreographies, couple dance and male solo
dance. There is always a jury and awards.

The first Pontozd was organized in 1975 by Kdlman Magyar and Judit Magyar, modeled on the Hungarian folk
dance competitions of the time. In the early years of Pontozé, several Hungarian folk dance ensembles represented
themselves. Over the years, the participants and ensembles have changed, but fortunately the Pontozd as a folk-dance
event has remained.

The Pontozd has a wandering nature. Over the past 48 years, there have been many Pontozds in Pittsburgh,
New York, St. Catherines, Toronto, Montreal, New Brunswick, Passaic, etc. There were years when the Pontozé was
skipped. In the 4 years before Covid, the Kodaly group organized Pontozé in Toronto.

This year, the Cslirdongo6l6 dance group undertook the organization of the Pontozd in New Brunswick, NJ, Apr.
on 21-23. Within the framework of this year's Pontozo, there will be a folk dance presentation/competition, dance
houses (tanchazak), dance workshops, crafts for children, a gala show, a lecture, and a folk music concert.

The main goal is not the competition and winning, but rather being together and meeting other folk-dancers on
this continent. All participants will receive feedback from the jury.

The importance of the Pontozé is manifold:
-It gives a concrete goal to the folk-dance ensembles and individual competitors, towards which the dancers strive for
many months.
-Preparation for the Pontozé keeps the dancers together within the groups.
- The Pontozd is a good opportunity for the participating dancers to get to know each other and strengthen friendships.
-The participants learn new dances during the dance lessons.
- Spectators of the gala show and the folk music concert can feel the power of Hungarian folk music and folk dance.

On September 13, the New Jersey Highway Authority
sponsored a Hungarian Festival at the Garden State Arts
Center in Holmdel, New Jersey. Part of the festival was a
Hungarian Folk Dance Competition, Pontozo ’75, directed
by Mr. Kalman Magyar. The Rochester International Folk
Dancers, under the direction of Martha Adams, won the
first prize of the Pontozo trophy and $150, and was the
only non-Hungarian group of the five groups competing.

The Rochester group performed four dances, including
the original Hungarian State Folk Ensemble choreography
of Haromugros, and Csaba Palfi’s choreography of Magyar
Csardas, which they performed again at the afternoon con-
cert for more than 7,000 people. Mr. Andor Czompo was
chairman of the jury.

Second place was won by the Hungarian Scouts of New
York City, and the Hungarian Scouts of Passaic, New Jersey
won third place. The afternoon also featured a Hungarian
folk art workshop as well as art and folklore exhibits.

The Rochester group has been in existence for over ten
years and regularly performs dances of different Eastern
European countries for various events throughout the
Rochester area.
